ABOUT YOUR ACCOMMODATION

Home stay accommodation is very basic but comfortable.
You are living the locals, who directly benefit from your
stay. Power is provided by generators that run at night to
ensure lighting and where available, fans can be
operated. Water is provided but you need to bring other
basic necessities with you (beer, soft drinks, snacks and
personal items including toilet paper etc can be bought in
Padang). Mosquito nets are provided although it doesn’t
hurt to bring your own.

The water will come directly from wells, so to have a
shower you have to pull up the buckets of water yourself.
There is no hot water — you don't need it.

WHAT TO BRING

Due to the remote location, additional items you might want to
consider bringing include: Board repair kit; good first aid kit;
duct tape (for small dings and patching mozzy nets); a good
length of nylon string for hanging clothes etc; pocket knife;
booties for walking over reefs; snorkeling equipment or
swimming goggles at least; fishing gear.

If you want to work on your Indonesian, bring a small
dictionary or phrasebook — there will be plenty of youngsters
to practice on.
